  2.  Radcliff Garden Commemorative Plaque

  3.  Inclusive Recreational Facility – Zoom Presentation

facility, comprised of an inclusive playground and walking trail, on Channel Drive. 



Unlimited Play, a not-for-profit based in St. Peters, MO specializing in inclusive 
playgrounds, executive director Natalie Mackay and project managers Shannon 
Columb and Julie Hoffman presented a video. North East Recreation co-owner 
Jonathan Slenk and territory manager Brendan Dircks were also involved in the 
discussion about the purpose, design, maintenance and funding of the project.

 B. New Oasis Site Plan Review – Public Hearing Date

RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Port Washington North will 
hold a public hearing on Thursday, May 30, 2024 at 7:30 p.m. at the Village Hall, 3 
Pleasant Avenue, Port Washington, New York 11050, with regard to the application 
for Site Plan approval of New Oasis Development LLC, the applicant and contract 
vendee for 7.45 acres of vacant land at Valley Road and Avenue C, situated south 
of Radcliff Avenue and northwest of Valley Road in the Village of Port Washington 
North and designated as Section 4, Block 28, Lot 82 (formerly Section 4, Block J, 
Lot 755) on the Land and Tax Map of Nassau County and located in the Village’s 
Apartment District Zone. Site Plan Review application, received January 19, 2024, 
from New Oasis Development LLC, 179-15 Hillside Avenue, Jamaica, New York 
11432, as contract vendee, of the approximately 7.45 acres of vacant land 
designated on the Nassau County Land and Tax Map as Section 4, Block 28, Lot 82. 
 
 
 C. Inclusive Recreational Facility Address 
 
On motion of Trustee Cohen, seconded by Trustee Scheff, it was unanimously 



RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Port  
Washington North does hereby re-establish the address of the Village’s recreational 
facility, situated on that parcel of land formerly known as 4 Channel Drive and 
designated on the Nassau County Land and Tax Map as Section 4, Block 123, Lot 
50, to be 8 Channel Drive, Port Washington, New York.  
 
 
 D. Inclusive Recreational Facility – Unlimited Play Memorandum 
 
On motion of Trustee Scheff, seconded by Trustee Cohen, it was unanimously 
RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees does hereby agree to the execution of a 
memorandum of understanding with Unlimited Play for the development of a 
mutually agreed upon design for an inclusive recreational facility and walking trail 
at 8 Channel Drive, Port Washington, New York, which meets Unlimited Play 
standards, and as more particularly set forth in the memorandum received April 29, 
2024.
